But there is a huge problem. Sin makes a barrier between you 
and God. Sin is doing what you want instead of what God wants. 

We all like to be in charge of our lives. Why is it so easy for us to 
tell lies, lose our tempers or be unkind? Because every one of us 
is born with a nature that is sinful. That means it is easier for us to 
disobey God than to obey Him. The Bible says, “But your iniquities 
[sins] have separated you from your God” (Isaiah 59:2). Sin stops 
you from knowing God. The final punishment for sin is being kept 
away from God forever.

God sent His only Son, Jesus, down to Earth to save you from 
the problem of your sin. God’s Son became a man and lived on 

Earth for 33 years. He never ever sinned. He always obeyed God. 
But God’s plan was that His Son would die for your sins, so Jesus 
was nailed to a cross. All the sins people have done were put on 
Jesus as He bled and died. He was punished even though He had 
done no wrong. After three days God brought Jesus back to life. 
The Bible says, “Christ died for our sins…He was raised on the third 
day” (1 Corinthians 15:3-4). Many people saw Jesus after He came 
alive. He is still alive today in Heaven ruling as King over all.

Thank You 
for sending Your Son to die for me. Thank You that He rose again. 
Please give me strength to live the way You want me to live. In 
Jesus’ name. Amen.”
