and evangelize for His kingdom sake.  I also praise Him that my first surgery was with-
out fear and a ‘funny’ one (humerus bone broken) and this Teacher’s Day accident be-
came my Children’s Day message and also a story to tell forever.

Though I your test may not be like mine, but I pray that you will have Moses’ desire to 
know God and personal experience to see God’s goodness pass in front of you.  May 
our  LOVING FATHER watch and keep you in HIS WILL and GRACE.
